  Cooperation Agreement 
 
 
Beginning in the 2007-2008 School Year, Northern Essex Community College (NECC) and 
Londonderry High School (LHS) have entered into an agreement to introduce LHS seniors to 
all of NECC’s programs, majors, and two plus two’s with area colleges and universities. 
 
 
Wednesday, September 24, 2008- NECC admission representatives attend a college fair set up 
at LHS from 6:30-8:00pm in the school cafeteria.  This allows LHS seniors and parents to 
speak directly to NECC admissions representatives about all aspects of NECC’s majors, 
programs, certificates, and costs. 
 
Monday, November 3, 2008- NECC admissions at LHS from 9:53-1:08 pm 
 
Wednesday, February 4, 2009 (snow date Wednesday, February 11, 2009) - a senior tour of 
campus.  LHS seniors will be transported by LHS guidance staff to the NECC campus.  While 
there, an admission panel, tour of campus, student panel, and lunch will be the program. 
 
Interviews- NECC Admission officials reserve the right to interview any applicant 
 
Friday, April 24, 2009- all NECC applications are due to the LHS guidance director by the 
close of school on the designated day.  The guidance director will then complete a “spread-
sheet” and e-mail that to the NECC admissions office.  The “spread-sheet” will include 
student name, 7 semester cumulative weighted grade point average, rank in class, and 
intended NECC major. The NECC application fee has been reduced from $25 dollars to $10 
dollars for Londonderry applicants.  A NECC representative will pick up the applications on 
this day and will be available to meet with any student who has questions; all applications 
sent to NECC after this date will be sent to the attention of Carrie Kutny.  Any applications 
sent to NECC not to Carrie’s attention will be charged the full $25 fee. 
 
Tuesday, May 19, 2009- Accepted students day at NECC.   Students will take the assessment 
test and be given an appointment for fall course registration. 
 
After LHS graduation- The guidance director will forward official final copies of each accepted 
student’s LHS transcript.  Additionally, the guidance director will send a list of students 
(names and mailing addresses) who have not declared any college option nor been part of the 
articulation process during their senior year. NECC will then prepare a mailing encouraging 
the students to apply to NECC.

The Commonwealth of Massachusetts Joint Admissions (2 plus 2) Approved Programs- LHS 
students who attain an Associates Degree at NECC and maintain a 2.5 GPA or higher can 
transfer into many of the Massachusetts Public Universities and Colleges without an 
additional application to these schools. If the NECC graduate is not interested in any of these 
Commonwealth of Massachusetts institutions, they are eligible to transfer to the college or 
university of their choice. Students graduating with a 3.0 GPA or higher are eligible for a 
reduction in tuition of 33% (tuition only- not tuition and fees) to these public Massachusetts 
colleges.
